existing vegetation

original alignment of trail
to be closed

scarify old trail bed unless it
is of historical significance

place logs, rocks, brush
and forest litter in a
naturalistic manner on
the closed section of
trail

trail
closure
sign
includes
reasons for
closure

new trail/ trail to
remain open

Waterbar (not to scale)

extend beyond edge of
trail (min 300mm on
downslope side)

extend structure into bank
(min 450mm as anchor

outslope trail
centreline

place waterbar at 20
degree angle across the
trail

where logs are used,
secure the waterbar with
rebar pins

create a drainage outfall to
dissipate water flow at the
edge of the trail

the tops of the waterbar
(logs or stones) should be
flush with the trail bed
